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REGISTERED SEX OFFENDERS ON SCHOOL PROPERTY

No person who is eighteen (18) years of age or older who is
required to register as a sex offender pursuant to W.S.
7-19-302 or has registered as a sex offender in any state
shall be upon or remain on the premises of any school
building or school grounds or upon other school district
property unless said person has written permission from the
superintendent or his/her designee. Provided, however, the
foregoing shall not apply to the extent the registered
offender (a) is a student;, (b) is attending an academic
conference or other scheduled extracurricular school event
with school officials present in which his/her child is
participating; (c) is on school grounds to drop off or pick
up his/her child; or (d) falls within any other statutory
exception.

Registered sex offenders seeking written permission to be
on school property, or to attend a school event located
elsewhere, are required to submit the form (KIB-E) to the
appropriate building principal no later than three (3)
school days in advance of the date he/she is requesting to
visit school property.

A reply to this written request will be given prior to the
requested date. Only the Superintendent may grant
permission for this request after consulting with the
appropriate principal.

The school district shall provide notice to its staff and
students/parents that the staff member and/or
student/parent can obtain information regarding any sex
offenders either employed by the school district or
attending a school at the school district by contacting
local law enforcement (police or sheriff’s department)
having jurisdiction over the school campus. The notice
shall be published annually by the school district either
by including such notice with annual notices published in
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the local newspaper or by other notice directly provided to
staff and students or the parents of minor students.
